Romans 1:1-6  from the Amplified Version 

1  FROM PAUL, a bond servant of Jesus Christ (the Messiah) 
called to be an apostle, (a special messenger) set apart to [preach] 
the Gospel (good news) of and from God,  

    2  Which He promised in advance [long ago] through His 
prophets in the sacred Scriptures--
